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They give when nobody is
looking. They help without
expecting any praise or publicity.
They support critical care
research and other causes
because they worry about their
own health needs and those of
others. Such are the traits held by
Ted and Enid Jansen, a modest,
philanthropic senior couple from
Calgary.

Few have ever heard of
the self -made business and life
partners who earned their
recreational pilots licenses in the
early 1950s and turned them into
very successful helicopter
enterprise by the time they
retired nearly 40 vyears later.
That's just the way the Jansens
want it.

It 6s di fficuldt t o esti mate
their charitable contributions
although they standout in their
support for dozens of health -
related causes, child care and
school projects, western heritage
preservation, hospitals, the
disadvantaged and other
nonprofit resources. Both are
tight -lipped about their generosity
and are equally coy about
personal information such as age.
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
